() NABARD Agenda :

1. Financial Inclusion :

NABARD has sanctioned an amount of 29.50 crore during FY 2022-23 as grant support to various banks for various financial
inclusion initiatives viz: NukkadNataks, Financial and Digital (FiDGi)Literacy camps, Handheld projectors, Positive Pay
System, micro-ATM deployment, examination fees of BC/BF and Phase Il CFLs. In spite of awareness among all
stakeholders, only %2.13 crore could be released during the year as against 4.61 crore during 2021-22.Banks need to increase
the off-take of FIF in their area of operation.

2. Social Security Schemes :
Keeping in mind the huge gap in eligible operative PMJDY account holders and enrolment under Social Security Schemes
(PMSBY, PMJJBY & APY) in the state, banks may focus on more coverage.




3. Upscaling of Centre for Financial Literacy (CFL) :
Z6.24crore have been sanctioned for 16 CFLs under Phase Il for grant support under Financial Inclusion Fund (FIF). Banks
concerned - SBI, BoB and PNB — may submit the claims at the earliest.

4. Agriculture infrastructure Fund (AIF) :

An allocation of X 785 crore has been made to Uttarakhand State under the scheme for a period of 4 years from 2020-21 to
2023-24.This scheme provides a medium to long term debt financing facility for investment in viable projects for post-harvest
management infrastructure and community farming through interest subvention and financial support. All loans under this
scheme are eligible for interest subvention of 3% p.a. up to a loan limit of 32.00 crore. This subvention will be available for a
maximum period of 7 years. The proposed duration of this scheme is 2020-21 to 2032-33. Further, credit guarantee fee is
being borne by Govt. of India on behalf of loans disbursed by lending Institutions under the scheme.The main reasons for
pendency/ rejection listed by banks are as under:

» DPRisincomplete or activities are not eligible under the scheme.

» Land is already mortgaged for another loan while as per bank circulars the land

should be exclusively mortgaged to this project only.

* Incomplete details of the promoter, about activity, non-submission of required

documents/ details by promoters, etc.

5. KCC saturation and KCC to Animal Husbandry (AH) and fisheries farmers :

Govt. of India had launched a special drive on 08.02.2020 to cover all PM KISAN beneficiaries under the fold of KCC
Scheme. Further, in June 2020, a special campaign was launched to cover 2.50 crore Animal Husbandry farmers under the fold
of KCC. NABARD was assigned a prominent role in coordinating with RRBs and RCBs on a regular basis to ensure a
successful campaign. As a result of continuous campaign by banks, the coverage has improved and status in the State as on
05.06.2023 is as under:

6. Capital linked Credit Subsidy Schemes :

e Agri-clinic and Agribusiness Centers Scheme (ACABC): ACABC scheme is being implemented by MoA& FW,
Gol with NABARD acting as subsidy channelizing agency. The objectives of the scheme are to supplement efforts of
public extension by providing extension and other services to farmers, to support agricultural development and create
gainful self-employment opportunities to unemployed agricultural graduates etc. The scheme is operational for 2023-
24. Banks may finance the eligible borrowers and submit the claims to NABARD.

e Pending refunds of a total of 2.099 crore under Gol schemes, viz., PVCF and DPVCEF - Interest Free Loans provided
to Banks by NABARD in Uttarakhand. The undernoted banks may please initiate refunds immediately to NABARD,
so that same could be refunded to Gol. The matter has been taken up by NABARD RO separately with Banks along
with reminder.

7. Credit Guarantee Funds

CSS-FPO - In order to ensure easy access& accelerate flow of institutional credit to FPOs at comparative rate from
mainstream Banks and Financial Institutions, a dedicated Credit Guarantee Fund (CGF) has been created in
NABARD, being maintained by NABSanrakshan Trustee Co. Pvt. Ltd., a dedicated trust floated by NABARD.
Details of credit guarantee cover are as under:

Sr. No. Loan Upto Credit Guarantee Guarantee Fee
1 UptoX 1.00 crore 85% 0.75%
2 Above Z1.00crore — upto32.00crore 75% 0.85%

The credit guarantee cover will be limited to the project loan of 22 crore (per FPO). In case of default, claims shall be
settled up to 85% or 75 % of the amount in default subject to maximum cover as specified above. The Cover shall
only be granted after the Eligible Lending Institute (ELI) enters into an agreement with NABARD and shall be
granted or delivered in accordance with the Terms and Conditions decided upon by NABARD from time to time.

The Eligible Lending Institute (ELI) shall pay the Guarantee Fee upfront to NABARD within 30 days from the date of
issue of sanction letter for CGC.

8. Farm Sector Development:

Credit access to the FPOs: NABARD has promoted 133 FPOs in the state; however, only 64 have been credit linked
till date. Banks may direct their branches to extend their support in providing loans/ CC limits to the eligible FPOs (50
of these FPOs are almost 05 years old and mature enough to absorb credit support from Financial Institutes). Credit
guarantee cover available for all FPOs dealing with agriculture, horticulture and bee keeping through NAB
Sanrakshan Trustee Pvt. Ltd. can be availed by banks thereby further reducing their risks.

NABARD has been implementing 05 watershed development projects &10Springshed development projects
spreading over10,074 ha in the state. 05 tribal development projects (TDP) are ongoing in the state. Besides, 02 JIVA
projects for promotion of natural farming through agro-ecological approach are being implemented, in completed
Watershed (Pauri) and TDP (Dehradun) projects of NABARD.

9. Off Farm Sector Development :

(@) Rural Haat- The eligible agency can submit proposal for grants assistance under Rural Haat scheme of
NABARD.State Govt. / district administrationcan make a provision for space allocation for Rural Haats where weekly
markets are functional. Potential areas for marketing of products could also be identified at district administration level.




(b) Skill Development- NABARD supports skill development programmes through RSETIs (sponsored by Banks) and
other reputed Institutes. RSETIs/ Banks can approach NABARD to avail financial support for training being conducted by
them.

10. Micro Finance

SHG- Bank Linkage Programme: As per NRLM data available on the website there are 54,201 SHGs or 4,03,868
women who are associated with SHG movement in the State. However, as per NABARD’s report on Status of Micro
Finance in India — 2021-22 (as on 31.03.2022) only 21,552 SHGs had bank loan outstanding of ¥134.24 crore in the
State. It indicates huge gap in SHG financing. Banks need to bridge this gap.

Formation of JLGs: NABARD currently provides a promotional grant assistance to banks for promotion of JLGs.
Banks may explore the possibility of entering into aMoU with NABARD for promotion of JLGs.

Village Level programmes (VLPs): To boost the financial inclusion awareness, popularize various govt. schemes,
increase bankers- SHGs interface and further strengthen the SHG- BLP, NABARD extends financial support for
conducting VLPs through branches of Commercial Banks, RRBs and Co- operative banks across all the 13 districts of
the State. NABARD will reimburse 32000 per VLP for the purpose.All banks are requested to issue necessary
instructions to their branches to take advantage of VLPs forcreating awareness on SHG- BLP, financial literacy and
promotion of other products.

The progress on conduct of VLPs may be incorporate as a regular agenda in BLBC/ DCC/ DLRC Meetings.

11. International Year of Millets (IYM- 2023): The UN General Assembly has declared the year 2023 ‘International
Year of Millets’. It will help in creating awareness throughout the world about the significant role of millets in significant
role of millets in sustainable agriculture and its benefits as a smart and superfood.

I'YM 2023 aims to contribute to the UN 2030 Agenda for different SDGs (Zero hunger, good health &well-being,
decent work & economic growth, responsible consumption & production, climate action and life on land). India is
poised to become the global hub for millets with a production of more than 170 lakh tonnes which makes for more
than 80% of the millets produced in Asia (source PIB & FAO).Finger millet (Ragi), barnyard millet (Jhangora),
foxtail millet and proso millets and pulses have a great potential to withstand stress condition as compared to other
crops in the State.

Various initiatives have been taken by Govt. of Uttarakhand to promote millets in the State. As per data provided by
the Directorate of Millets Development, Jaipur for the year 2021-22; Uttarakhand has grown RAGI in the area of 0.86
lakh ha, having production of 1.27 lakh tonnes with the yield of 1478 Kg/ha (more than the all India average of 1401
Kg/ ha). Further, Uttarakhand has produced 0.73 lakh tonnes of Small Millets in the area of 0.47 lakh ha, having yield
of 1559 Kg/ha (above national average of 885 Kg/ ha).

While millets are gaining popularity among consumers, the actual consumption is not increasing, and supply cannot
match it if large sections start consuming millets. Hence, we need two-pronged strategies to manage supply and
demand side issues.
